We use I'll (= 1 will) when we've just decided to do something. When we say 'I'll do something),
we announce our decision:

() Oh, I've left the door open. I'll go and shut it.

() 'What would you like to drink?” ‘Pl have an orange juice, please!

() 'Did you phone Lucy?  ‘Oh no, I forgot. I'll phone her now!

() I've got no money. What shall I do? (= Whart do you suggest?)

() ‘Shall we go? ‘Just a minute. I'm not ready yet!
